Being one of the most popular sites in the world, the Eiffel Tower attracts hundreds of
thousands of ftourists every year. In fact, the sfructure, received its two hundredth
millionth guest in 2002. Located on the Champs de Mars by the Seine River, visitors
can make their way to the top and admire the breathtaking view of Paris.
